Every public school in New Jersey has to provide their students with 180 days of instruction per year. We
have built three (3) emergency closing days into our calendar. If we do not utilize all three days, the
remaining ones will become additional vacation days in the spring.

Most importantly, I have an obligation to ensure the health, safety and well-being of our students and
staff. This will always be at the forefront of my mind when making weather-related decisions. I hope
everyone has a wonderful holiday season and may the new year bring you peace and prosperity.
